


Santa Fe Gardenia Lace Socks

Gardenia Lace Socks are designed in three sizes —pick your size and work down the column.

Sock Details Small Medium Large

Sole Length heel to toe 8.5” 9” 9.5”

Materials 2 skeins 
Aslantrends Santa 

Fe Sock Yarn 
4 stitch markers
Tapestry needle

2 skeins

Needles Size US 2 (2.5 mm) double pointed needles; set of 4 or 5

Gauge 28 sts = 4”

Loose cast on — hold two needles parallel, 
as one, and cast on all of the required 
stitches over both needles.  Remove one 
needle to begin the sock.

56 60 64

Circular knitting set-up — beginning at 
the start of the cast on, carefully slip ½ the 
stitches to a second double pointed needle.  
Place both needles parallel so that the yarn 
is coming from the bottom needle and all 
the stitches are facing each other.  Using 
the tail and working yarn, k2 stitches, then 
drop tail and work for 25% of the stitches 
in rib pattern.  Using a 4th double pointed 
needle, work the next 25% of your stitches; 
these two needles form the instep or top of 
your sock.  Work across the remaining 50% 
stitches which will become the heel •ap.  
When working the 2 double stitches on the 
next round, treat each of them as one stitch.  

14, 14, 28 15, 15, 30 16, 16, 32

Work in *K2, P2* rib 14 rounds 15 rounds 16 rounds

Repeat Pattern over center 12 stitches on 
Needles 1 and 3 (or to desired length)

Work Rounds 1 and 2 Once more Once more Once more

Heel Flap is worked in rows.  At the 
completion of the cuff, begin heel •ap on 
50% of the stitches.
Row 1 — *sl 1 purlwise, k1*
Row 2 — slip 1 purlwise, purl remaining 
stitches

28 stitches 30 stitches 32 stitches

Work heel •ap for 28 rows 30 rows 32 rows

“Turning the heel” — Place a marker at the 
midpoint of the heel stitches.  With right 
side facing, knit 2 stitches beyond marked 
center stitch, ssk, k1, turn;
Next Row — slip 1, purl 2 stitches beyond 
marked center stitch, p2tog, p1, turn
Next Row — slip 1, knit 3 stitches beyond 
marked center stitch, ssk, k1, turn
Next Row — slip 1, purl 3 stitches beyond 
marked center stitch, p2tog, p1, turn.
Continue in this manner until there are no 
more stitches to decrease. 

16 stitches remain 18 stitches remain 20 stitches remain 

Gusset — knit ½ of the heel stitches.  From 
now on, the round will begin at this point.  
Knit second half of heel stitches,    

Round 1— Work to last 3 stitches, k2tog, 
k1; work instep stitches; k1, ssk, work to 
end of round

Round 2— work without decreasing.
Repeat Rounds 1 and 2 until the original 
stitch count is resumed. 

8 sts on needle; 
pick up and knit 
14 stitches on left 
side of heel, M1 in 
corner, work across 
instep stitches, 
M1, pick up and 
knit 14 stitches 
along right side 
of heel and work 
across remaining 
heel stitches (to 
Marker).  

A total of 74 
stitches

9 sts on needle; 
pick up and knit 
15 stitches on left 
side of heel, M1 in 
corner, work across 
instep stitches, 
M1, pick up and 
knit 15 stitches 
along right side 
of heel and work 
across remaining 
heel stitches (to 
Marker).  

A total of 80 
stitches 

10 sts on needle; 
pick up and knit 
16 stitches on left 
side of heel, M1 in 
corner, work across 
instep stitches, 
M1, pick up and 
knit 16 stitches 
along right side 
of heel and work 
across remaining 
heel stitches (to 
Marker).   

A total of 86 
stitches

Rearrange Needles, continue pattern on 
Needle 2

Needle 1 — k14
Needle 2 — work 
28
Needle 3 — k14

Needle 1 — k15
Needle 2 — work 
30
Needle 3 — k15

Needle 1 — k16
Needle 2 — work 
32
Needle 3 — k16

Foot — work in established pattern 6.5” from heel 7” from heel 7.5” from heel



Toe Shaping — Stop Gardenia Lace 
decrease rounds are worked every other 
round until (about) 50% of the stitches 
remain; then decrease round is worked 
every round until 8 stitches remain.
Decrease Round — 
Beginning at center of sole: work to last 3 
sts, k2 tog, k1; 
instep needle: k1, ssk, work to last 3 
stitches, k2 tog, k1; 
other side of sole: k1, ssk, complete round.
Next Round — knit 
   Then work Decrease Round every round 
until 8 stitches remain.   

Decrease to 28 
stitches

Rosebud Closure — Threaded Bind Off — 
cut yarn, thread tail onto tapestry needle, 
run threaded needle through stitches and 
cinch yarn to close hole.  Weave in ends.

 
Finishing Weave in ends.  Block if desired.

Gardenia Lace Pattern 
12 stitch panel + 10 rows — centered on front and back of sock

Round 1 —  knit
Round 2 —  knit
Round 3 —  k3, k2tog, yo, k2tog, yo, ssk, k3
Round 4 —  k2, k2tog, yo, k1, k1f&b, k1, yo, ssk, k2
Round 5 —  k1, k2tog, yo, k6, yo, ssk, k1
Round 6 —  k2tog, yo, k8, yo, ssk
Round 7 —  k1, yo, k3, k2tog, ssk, k3, yo, k1
Round 8 —  k2, yo, k2, k2tog, ssk, k2, yo, k2
Round 9 —  k3, yo, k1, k2tog, ssk, k1, yo, k3
Round 10 —  k4, yo, k2tog, ssk, yo, k4

Pattern Notes

Gardenia Lace Pattern1.)  is centered on the front and the back of sock; the pattern on the back ends at 
the heel •ap while the pattern continues down the front to the shaping of the toe.  Once the heel is 
completed, remove the markers and work the sole in stockinette stitch.
K2, p2 Rib pattern2.) : all rounds — *K2, p2*
K2tog3.)  — (/) — knit two stitches together — right slanting decrease.  To knit two stitches together, work 
through the next two stitches instead of just one.
ssk4.)  — (!) — Slip Slip Knit — left slanting decrease.  Slip one stitch knitwise, then slip the next 
knitwise; insert left hand needle into the front loops of the slipped stitches on the right hand needle and 
knit them together from this position. 
"5.)  — no stitch — Round 3 loses a stitch; Round 4 makes that stitch
Empty cells6.)  — knit stitches
M17.)  — From the front, lift the running thread between the stitches with left hand needle and knit into 
back of loop.
K1f&b 8.) — (V) — “knit one front and back” — knit one stitch but do not remove it from the left hand 
needle; move the right hand needle behind the left hand needle and knit into the back of this same stitch; 
then remove it from the left hand needle.
Yo9.)  — (O) — yarn over — before knitting the next stitch, bring the yarn between the needles and then 
over the right hand needle; work the next stitch as normal.  When you work the yarn over on the next 
round, treat it as a regular stitch.

P2tog10.)  — purl two stitches together.  To purl two stitches together, work through the next two 
stitches instead of just one. 
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
